Introduction to Adobe Photoshop
This hands-on six-week workshop will introduce participants to non-destructive image
editing in the digital darkroom. Participants will learn how to utilize Adobe Photoshop’s
tool set to achieve the results they want. Various topics will be discussed such as color
balance, sharpening, converting files, basic retouching and understanding file types.
Digital file input will also be explained, providing students a solid foundation from which
they can maximize Photoshop’s capabilities. Further, participants will gain a basic under-
standing of color-managed workflow, thereby learning additional levels of control for the
output of their final prints. Other topics covered will be:

• File management systems
• Black and white conversions
• Selection tools
• Dodging and burning
• Skin retouching

As this course will not have access to a digital lab, students are required to bring their
own laptops loaded with at least Photoshop CS, preferably CS2 or CS3 (and a mouse or
graphics tablet).

In digital printmaking, if you’re unprepared to address technical problems,
numerous frustrations may occur. Are your prints blue or green? Are your prints
too dark or too light? Is printing through Photoshop like a foreign language? Is
Photoshop a complete mystery? Are you having trouble deciding how to sharp-
en or when to sharpen your images? Do you have trouble understanding Bridge
in Photoshop? Is opening your images in Bridge a complete mystery? Do you
know what a profile is? These and many other questions will be answered.

This workshop is designed to show students, step-by-step, how to achieve qual-
ity digital prints. All aspects of the printing process will be demonstrated and
each student will have the opportunity to have one of their images printed on pro-
fessional ink-jet paper. Our goal is to demystify the process and make it acces-
sible for all. Among topics covered will be system calibration, basic Photoshop
and printing through Photoshop.

This will be a complete digital printing workshop, both color and black & white,
suitable for those looking to learn the process or for those printing now and
seeking to improve the quality of their prints.

Steve Cohen is a photographer and educator specializing in the black-and-white
silver process and black-and-white digital printing. He served on the Board of
Cameravision (an organization dedicated to photography as an art form in the late
70’s) and studied photography at UCLA under the mentorship of Edmund Teske
and Leland Rice. He is the past president of the Camera Committee Southern
California chapter Sierra Club and has exhibited work widely. Currently Steve may
be found teaching silver and digital photography at Tri Community Photo Center in
West Covina. He is represented by the Soge Galleryin Los Angeles.

The Path to Success: Establishing 
a Career in Photography

with Sherrie Berger

Success can be defined in many ways and there are as many roads toward that achieve-
ment. This three-part workshop, designed for eight serious photographers seeking to
advance their careers in photography, will provide the many tools and important resources
that will push your career to a higher level, and ultimately on the path to success.

Divided among two in-class sessions and three hours of private consultation, the class
will begin by analyzing where students’ careers are currently and where they are head-
ed by setting short and long-term goals, distributing practical resource materials and
connecting with fellow photographers who might be at a similar point in their careers.
As a class we will cover self-promotion and marketing tools and come up with a clear
vision of what is necessary to accelerate one’s photography career. Individually we will
embark on website analysis, portfolio reviews, and discuss mailers, contests, exhibi-
tions, publishing and the business of the stock industry, editorial vs. advertising assign-
ments, building relationships, client lists and diversification and copyright/licensing. We
will also explore helpful professional organizations and online communities.

At the end of the first class, students will schedule three hours of individual career 
coaching to be scheduled in either one three-hour block or in two ninety-minute sessions.
(Please bring your calendars.) All meetings will be held at JDPW unless other arrangements
are mutually agreed upon. The class will convene again for a final three hour session to
share accomplishments and solve challenges that followed the individual meetings. Not
available for discounts or full-time and ten-year anniversary students.

Sherrie Berger (www.sherrieberger.com) is a photography industry professional with
extensive knowledge in the fields of entertainment, high-end celebrity portraiture, fine art
photography, production, marketing and public relations. After a career at ABC television,
where she led the west coast network photo department, Sherrie joined Corbis, one of the
world’s leading international stock and syndication agencies, to direct the west coast activi-
ties of the high-end celebrity portraiture division known as Corbis Outline. She now heads
her own photography consulting practice, from one-on-one portfolio reviews and career
coaching to marketing and public relations campaign management. Sherrie is a member of
the Publicists of the International Cinematographers Guild of America.

The course will cover topics such as; how to find an agent, how to self promote
yourself, proper client relations, how to produce a shoot from prep to final image
delivery, how to syndicate images for payment, and the legalities of image copy-
rights and model releases.

Each week will bring a lecture of important topics followed by practical, “real word”
assignments so students can put ideas into practice in as much time as possible,
each participant’s progress will be monitored and guidance provided. For anyone
looking to jump-start a career in photography and gain an understanding of the
business, this is the course for you!
